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I double-clicked on the icon for the downloaded AVG Free Version 8, located on my Desktop and 

saw this: 
 

 
 

I clicked on Run and next saw this: 
 
 

 
 

I clicked on Next 
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I clicked on Accept 
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Again I clicked on Accept 
 
 

Then I saw the window below 
 

 
 
 

Below AVG V8 program informs me that AVG V7 is installed and that if I continue it will uninstall 
it. I clicked on Next to allow it to proceed and uninstall AVG V7. 
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Next I selected Standard Installation from the 2 choices, 
 

 
 

And clicked on Next. 
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I clicked on Next to activate my Free license. 
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NOTE WELL: I opted out of the AVG Security Toolbar by unchecking the 
box and then clicking on Next. I recommend you do t he same. Do we really 

need another toolbar?! 
 
 
 

I next saw this, 
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And clicked on Finish. 
 

 
 

Everything about the install has been fast up to this point in time, but this display (above) took a 
minute before I got the next screen.. 
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I clicked on OK. 
 
 

Then the following series of screens appeared automatically. 
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I clicked on Next.

I changed the setting for the daily virus scan (this is the complete job and takes a lot of time, like 
maybe a couple of hours. I do not want this running when I am trying to use the machine, so I 

chose 3 AM. Those of you who have taken my class may remember how I do not turn my 
machine off. I never use Standby. I never use Hibernate. On my machine, I turn off the monitor 
and the hard disk after so many minutes (see Display Properties). By the way, although I never 

turn my machine off (except when going away for a day or two or more), I always manage to 
restart it at least twice a week. 

 
 

 
 

I did not choose to participate, but simply clicked on Next. I assume that by my doing this, I did 
not get a Step 4 of 7 display (note above is 3 or 7 and below is 5 of 7. 
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Here I chose Skip instead of next. Actually, I did choose Next and was informed that AVG could 
not do the update now – for some reason I can’t remember – so I returned to this above display 

and clicked on Skip. 
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I did not register my copy of AVG V8. Instead I clicked on Next. 
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I then saw this above display and clicked on Finish. 
 
 

 
 

I restarted my system. 
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When I restarted my system, the AVG icon in the system tray had an exclamation point on it. This 
is AVG’s new way of informing users that the program needs attention. Right-clicking on the 

system tray icon and selecting Open AVG User Interface, I saw the above display. Notice that 
when I got the above display, it had already started the update process on its own (see 

“updating…” above on the left side?). Had it not already started the update process, I would have 
clicked on Update now on the left side of the display. 
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Nice closure to the update process. This also removed the exclamation point from the system tray 
icon and I saw the familiar multi-colored icon (as above upper left). 
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Above is what you want to see now in your own installation and thereafter anytime you open the 
AVG User Interface. 
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In the window in the forefront above, note that I have clicked on Tools and get a drop down menu. 
I selected Advanced settings… so that I could finalize the install. 
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In the Advanced AVG Settings window (above), there are 5 or so changes you will want to make. 
The first, shown above, is where you can change the time of day – anytime you wish to change it 

– of the scheduled daily (or not) scan. 
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Next I changed the time of day of my daily virus definitions file update to 2 AM. Don’t forget to 
click on Apply after making a change. 
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Above I changed the time of day for any program updates to 10 PM. I clicked Apply after making 
the change.

Next I selected E-mail Scanner on the left of the window. I unchecked Certify e-mail under Check 
incoming e-mail. Here next it’s a little tricky. Select Check outgoing e-mail and then uncheck the 

Certify e-mail under that, and then deselect Check outgoing e-mail so it looks like my window 
above. Click on Apply and then OK. The reason for doing this is to eliminate those annoying 

advertisements that will get appended to every e-mail you send to people, and also to eliminate 
the same from incoming e-mails. 

 
 
 
 
 

Finally, because I run the daily scan while I am sleeping, I like to review what has transpired, so 
once in a while I will take a look at the history to review scan results. 
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To review scan results, right click on the system tray icon to Open the AVG User Interface. Then 
click on History at the top of the window and select Scan results. The window below shows what 

you will then see. 
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What I am really interested in seeing is the 0/0 under Infections. That is the good news result you 
always want to see.
